The Amateur Radio Service and SARC

     Weôre approaching the half-way mark on 2010.  Our club has had a great year of meetings 
and events.  Our Foxhunts have been challenging this year.  These hunts train our operators in 
the skills of radio direction finding.  These skills can be used in many applications, including 
finding interference on public service radios and the like.   
     Most recently our club provided public service to the 2010 Over-the-Mountain Triathlon in 
Kings Mountain on May 22nd.  This was our third year providing this service to the City of 
Kings Mountain.  Twenty One of the 27 folks helping provide communications this year are 
members of Shelby Amateur Radio Club (SARC).  Twelve are active members of the SARC 
Sponsored Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES) of Cleveland County and Twelve are 
members of Gaston County ARES and 1 with Mecklenburg ARES.  Public service events are just 
one of the ways we live up to our public service commitment and requirement placed on us by 
the FCC.   
    We also provide back-up communications for Emergency Management and the Red Cross  in 
the area.  We train for this by holding our Emergency Training Net twice a week which is man-
aged by Al Whatley, N4HAW.  Iôd like to challenge each member to check into at least one net a 
week (either Monday or Friday).  Show your support to those who volunteer their time to call 
these nets! 
     We also train by participating in the ARRL Field Day each year in June.  This year our Field 
Day will take place at the Cleveland County Fairgrounds on June 26 and 27 and we encourage 
all members to visit the site during this time and bring someone with you who is not a ham.  We 
will be operating 24 hours so there is plenty of time for you to drop by, even if you work an odd 
shift!!!   This is a great opportunity to introduce you friends and loved ones to amateur radio. 
     Our club also enhances our ability to provide emergency communications to the public and 
emergency management by holding the Shelby Hamfest each year on Labor Day Weekend 
(September 4 and 5th, 2010).  Proceeds from this are used to maintain our repeater equipment 
which will be used during emergencies and also to donate to local and deserving charities.  We 
hope that all members who are able to will make a special effort to volunteer whatever time 
they can to the 2010 Shelby Hamfest at Dallas.   
     The Simulated Emergency Test will be coming up in October so mark your calendars, it is 
usually the first weekend in October.  This is an excellent opportunity to put our skills to use 
and to show the local citizens and government our abilities to operate during a disaster.  Dur-
ing this test a disaster is simulated and operators are sent to different locations in the county to 
simulate an  actual response to an emergency.  
     If you are interested in helping with one of the club sponsored activities mentioned above, 
let Susan Melvin, K4ZXN (President), Ben Melvin (Emergency Coordinator, ARES), Al 
Whatley, N4HAW (Net Manager AEC), Greg Horne, WA4YBP (Secretary) or any other club offi-
cer know.  Weôd love to see you involved in one or more of the club sponsored events.
